 To develop an understanding of the Keep Safe intervention programme as well as the skills required to deliver the intervention within different contexts.

 Understand the theory and evidence-informed practice underpinning the Keep Safe intervention with young people aged 12 to 25 with learning disabilities who have harmed sexually

 Experience some of how Keep Safe is delivered
